pursuant to RSA 7:28. This is referred to as an Annual Report, or NHCT-2a form. This
report will be due four months and fifteen days past the fiscal year end once the organization
has been registered with this office for one full year. A $75 filing fee is to accompany this
report.

Your organization's annual report packet will be mailed to the address that is listed on
the initial registration form at the end of the fiscal year for which the filing is due. Therefore,
it is important that any address or name changes be reported to this office immediately at the
time of said changes .. After the initial grace period of one year, these reports will be due
each year thereafter on the same date specified.

The first report and filing fee that must be filed is for fiscal year ending 12/31/2009.
which is due in this office on or before 5/1512010.
