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Chief: Our candy for town kids

ATKINSON -- On Halloween, Atkinson police will draw the
line on trick-or-treat activities -- at the state line.

Police Chief Philip V. Consentino said today that while he
appreciates the town's neighbors in Massachusetts, police will
be watching out for cars with Massachusetts license plates
taking loads of children from neighborhood to neighborhood
during Atkinson's trick or treat time, Oct. 31 between 6 p.m.

and 8 p.m.

Consentino, who is also a town selectman, said in the past,
parents from Methuen and Haverhill, Mass., have brought their
children to the town for Halloween. That's not the night police
want to deal with an increase in cars and strangers, he said.

"The lesser amount of vehicles there are out there, the safer it is
for the kids," he said. "So if they're Massachusetts registered
vehicles, we would just very politely ask them not to trick or
treat in our town.

"We have nothing against our neighbors who live down in
Mass.," he said. "But it's just that this is something we do for
Atkinson residents, just like I'm sure they have things they do
Jjust for their kids."

If police spot those cars, they will be pulled over and asked to
respect the town's wishes that the trick or treat be for Atkinson
children only, he said.
